About Manningham Housing

Manningham Housing Association was formed in 1986. We are a specialist black and minority ethnic (BME) association operating across Bradford. The association has 769 units of general needs accommodation, of which nearly half are of four bedrooms or more. The large number of extended family homes results in a very large client base of over 5,000 residents. The association has a strong role in developing new housing schemes in Bradford and Keighley with a current development pipeline of 170 units, most of which are now on site at an estimated cost of £18,000,000.  The Association enjoys strong support from the local authority.

Firebird Homes is an unregistered subsidiary of Manningham Housing. It was established early in 2004 to pursue a range of commercial activities, in particular housing for sale and market renting. These new activities enable Manningham to achieve growth and respond to the demands of its customers by providing a wider range of services. 

Strengthened by Firebird Homes, Manningham HA will pursue continued growth of new affordable rented homes primarily whilst providing a broader product base for a wider client base, especially, in geographical areas outside the inner city wards of Bradford and Keighley.

About Shared Ownership

Shared Ownership is an example of Low Cost Home Ownership (LCHO). Since 1979, successive governments have sought to encourage sustainable home ownership by actively promoting a programme of LCHO. LCHO is intended to achieve a number of the following objectives:

· Free up social rented accommodation either directly or indirectly 

· Contribute to mixed communities through the provision of multi-tenure estates 

· Provide affordable housing opportunities for key workers required to deliver essential public services in pressured areas

· Widen choice and meet homeownership aspirations

· Support regeneration initiatives

· Create more socially mixed and balanced communities 

Who is Eligible?

· Tenants of a Registered Social Landlord, such as Manningham Housing and the Bradford Community Housing Trust.

· Applicants on a housing waiting list and nominated by a local authority as being in housing need.

· People in housing need who cannot afford to purchase on the open market 

*Priority is given to existing social housing tenants and waiting list applicants, although others who are in housing need and nominated by local authorities may also be housed.

How is Shared Ownership Operated?

· RSLs choose the equity variants they want to operate. However, the minimum initial share that can be purchased by the customer is 25%. 

· The purchaser of a home under Shared Ownership can buy their share by taking out a mortgage.
